Services to Parents  Services to Providers Services to the Community 

During the fiscal year 2009-2010 

there were 331 parent referral calls, 

requesting care for  464 children.   

Over half of the child care requests 

were for children under three years of 

age.   Over  60% of the parents  indi-

cated that they would be using DHS 

child care subsidy to assist in paying 

for child care. Seventy-three en-

hanced referrals were done for mili-

tary families.   

In addition to child care referrals, all 

families have the opportunity to sign 

up for a monthly email newsletter 

from NACCRRA, Parent Central.   It 

provides information on child develop-

ment, activities for parent/child time, 

and  specific topics related to children 

in child care.   

As of June 30, 2010 there were 481 

child care providers, head start agen-

cies and preschools listed on 

GPCCRRôs database.  GPCCRR 

staff conducted 402 technical assis-

tance contacts to work with home 

providers, child care directors and/or 

staff.   

Twenty Tier I and Tier II training op-

portunities were facilitated through 

our agency with 482 participants.  

Newsletters and training calendars 

were mailed four times during the 

year to all providers.   

Sixty-six new child care programs 

have been added in the 15 county 

area. 

GPCCRR  participates   in   23   coa-

litions across the service delivery 

area to discuss early care and edu-

cation issues.
